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1) Annual Report 2017-18 and Audited Accounts Report for
the year 2016-17:

Separate Audit report of the Comptroller and Auditor
General of India on the accounts of the Karnataka Biodiversity
Board Bengaluru for the year 2016-17 submitted by Account
Genral (E&RSA), Karnataka on 31/10/2017 was placed in the
36t Board meeting for information. The Audited accounts for the
year 2016-17 is included in the Annual Report of the year 2017-
18 and placed for the information of the Board during 39t Board
Meeting.

The same has been placed for Boards approval along with
Audit Report of the Accountant General. (Annexure-1).
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2. Expenditure for People’s Biodiversity Register (PBR)
documentation:

As per the 28th Board meeting held on 27/05/2015, it was resolved
that the cost for preparation of PBRs at Taluk level under the UNEP-
GEF-MOEF & CC-ABS project was fixed at the rate of Rs. 64,000/- per
PBR. However it is to be noted that as per the guidelines prescribed by
National Biodiversity Authority (NBA) (Annexure-2), it has been stated
that Rs.150,000/- at Taluk level and Rs.230,000 at Zilla level may be
released under the various sub heads mentioned for preparation of
PBRs.

In order to document comprehensive PBRs in a timely manner, the
Board has now resolved to facilitate the documentation of PBRs
through Institutes/organizations/NGOs of repute by calling of
Expression of Interest (EOI) as discussed in the 39th Board meeting
held on 19/09/2018, at the Taluk and Zilla Panchayat levels.



Further considering that the previous resolution recorded towards
payments for preparation of PBRs was made during 2015, it is thus
proposed that the payment for the preparation of PBRs at Taluk and
Zilla Panchayat levels may now be revised as per the NBA guidelines
provided (Budget enclosed).

This matter is placed before the Board for deliberation and approval of
Budget for the preparation of PBRs at Taluk and Zilla Panchayat

levels.

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3) Publication of Baseline data of flora and fauna of
Karnataka:

The task of ‘Compilation of baseline data of Flora and fauna of
Karnataka’ was assigned to experts from various fields viz Algae,
Fungi, Lichens, Bryophytes, Pteridophytes, Gymnosperms and
Angiosperms so as to have the basic information in Board. The
expert authors completed the work and submitted the final
version of the manuscripts which were subjected to review vide
series of meetings during which various recommendations such
as modifications in scientific content, photographs, citations,
indexing were suggested which were incorporated by the expert
authors and same was re-examined by expert committee and also
by the Publication Committee Chaired by Dr. M. Sanjappa, INSA
Senior Scientist, Mahatma Gandhi Botanical Garden, GKVK. The
Committee reviewed the final version of the manuscripts
submitted by authors and recommended for publication of the
manuscripts by printing a minimum of 500 copies, but was also
of the opinion that printing 1000 copies will be more economical.
The committee also suggested on fixing the price for the books to
recover the expenditure incurred or to decide on distributing the
publications free of cost. However, the committee resolved on
taking Board’s opinion on the above matters (Annexure - 3). The
details and number of pages per book is as per below table.
