Fixing of ABS percentage for commercial utilization of
medicinal plants:

The Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate
Change (MoEFCC) and the National Biodiversity
Authority (NBA) issued regulations on 21" November,
2014 called “Guidelines on Access to Biological
Resources and Associated Knowledge and Benefits
Sharing Regulations, 2014”. These guidelines provide for
certain percentages of benefit sharing due from
different categories of users of biological resources. The
Board in its 30" meeting constituted an Expert
Committee to look into the categorization of the
commercially utilized medicinal plants for ABS
percentages. The report of the Expert Committee on
Medicinal Plants was adopted during the 34" Board
meeting held in April 2017 and the same was notified in
the Official Gazette of Karnataka on 15" March, 2018.
